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The ALAC and the assembled RALO and ALS representatives resolved:

o Any ICANN process in which "Morality and Public Order", however
defined, is a criterion, even if only in an objection or arbitration pathway,
debases the ICANN process.

0 An international organisation cannot be principled on a particular notion
of "morality."

o Human Rights instruments should not be linked to notions of "morality”;
human rights are intrinsic, whereas no intrinsic rights to domain name
purity exist.

0 Local community standards may not be determined or adjudicated by any
International tribunal.

o Well-established local systems are already in place to adjudicate
guestions of morality and public order.

o0 Domain names ought to be treated as symbols devoid of meaning; they
do not intrinsically possess trademark status.

o This ICANN process favors Dispute Resolution companies at the expense
of users.

o0 ICANN risks straying into areas that are clearly treaty obligations.

If the Board decides not to reject the policy, the ALAC recommends the
working group on the implementation process keeps these points in mind,
and work to mitigate its negative impact. ALAC stands ready to work with
the Staff on implementation as reqguested.
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
