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The GAC appreciates the potentially beneficial
opportunities provided by new gTLDs. However, the GAC
is concerned that several elements of its advice on
important public policy issues, including issues set out in
the GAC's letter to the Board on 18th June (annexed),
were not followed by the Board prior to the approval of
the gTLD programme. The GAC acknowledges, however,
that other advice was followed, and that the Board has
provided a draft rationale for its decision to reject GAC
advice.
