3.8.5.3 In our opinion, the current open, publicly available Whois services can only remain

on an unchanged basis, i.e. as currently provided by processing the same types

and guantities of data in the same way as today, if any processing of personal

data carried out in connection therewith is based on consent. As discussed above,
this would however be a complex solution, entailing a number of technical and
organizational challenges, and is unlikely to solve all issues, especially since the
Whois services, with regard to personal data, will be dependent upon the
registrants providing, and withdrawing, their consents.
