I n  Spec i a l  A r t i c l e ,  we  p resen t  a  r epo r t  on  I n te rne t  Week  
2025,  which was held in November 2025. The event’s theme, 
“Challenge × Experience × Generation —Beyond the Uncertainty 
with Ful l Stack,” embodied a forward-looking spir it of tackling 
u n c e r t a i n t y  t h r o u g h  c r o s s - g e n e r a t i o n a l  k n o w l e d g e  a n d  
experience. Organized in two parts —Online Week and Conference 
Week— the program featured 43 sessions with a total of 3,909 
participants. With a notable increase in sign-ups from younger 
generations and an overall satisfaction rate of 96.7%, the event 
demonst ra ted how In te rne t  Week cont inues  to  expand i t s  
reach to the next generation. Initiatives such as “#LetsTalkAtIW” 
a lso fostered active communication and networking, creating 
o p p o r t u n i t i e s  f o r  e n g i n e e r s ,  r e s e a r c h e r s ,  a n d  b u s i n e s s  
professionals to engage in cross-discipl inary discussions.

I n  P ro l ogue  t o  t he  I n t e r ne t ,  we  exp l o r e  t he  e vo l u t i on  o f  
mobi le devices that led to today’s smartphones. Even before 
the release of the iPhone in 2007 defined the style of modern 
smartphones, pioneering devices such as the IBM Simon and 
the  Nok ia  9000 Commun ica tor  had a l ready  la id  impor tan t  
groundwork.  Trac ing the l ineage of  PDAs and mobi le  PCs,  
the  a r t i c le  h igh l igh ts  how techno log ica l  convergence  and 
repeated experimentation ult imately shaped the smartphones 
we use today.

In The Internet Loves You, a column spotlighting people who are 
active in the Internet community, we interview Mr.Yota Egusa, 
who plays both technical and executive roles at Sakura Internet. 
We look back on his journey from his ear ly exper iences with 
dial-up connections and participation in robotics competitions to 
his appointment as a corporate executive at the age of 24. Now 
act i ve  in  the  c loud and secur i ty  f i e lds ,  he  emphas izes  the  
importance of always asking, “Why does it work?” and shares 
his deep appreciation for the open culture of the Internet.

In Pick Out! ,  we introduce a featured art ic le f rom the JPNIC 
B log .  Th i s  i s sue  h i gh l i gh t s  a  pa r t i c i pa t i on  r epo r t  on  t he  
Japan–France Conference on Internet Governance 2025, which 
was he ld in  October  2025.  Experts  f rom Japan and France 
gathered to  exchange perspect i ves  on top ics  such as  the  

multistakeholder governance model and digital sovereignty. For 
the full article, please visit https://blog.nic.ad.jp/2025/11344/ !

In “Talking with JPNIC Members,” a series introducing JPNIC 
members, we feature Mahoroba Kobo, Inc., a company based in 
Kanagawa  Prefecture. The company is now in its 19th year since 
its incorporation in March 2007. The name “Mahoroba” derives 
f rom the  c lass ica l  Japanese  Yama to  ko toba ,  mean i ng  “ a  
wonderful  p lace” or “a place worth l iving in” —a concept that 
embodies the company’s mission to make the Internet,  as a 
virtual society, a better place for everyone. As an independent 
f irm capable of providing consultation, software development, 
and network construction under one roof, the company’s strength 
l ies in its vendor-free approach —free from the constraints of any 
particular manufacturer  —al lowing i t  to propose the opt imal  
solution for each cl ient. The company’s voice communication 
platform, Symphony Cal l ,  del ivers an end-to-end system that 
spans from fault detection and automated telephone notification 
to system-level veri f ication that a human has reliably confirmed 
receipt of the alert, reflecting the company’s exceptionally high 
level of technical expertise. Another defining characteristic is its 
team of engineers with a deep understanding of the physical  
layer, centered on Layer 3, with over half of all employees being 
engineers. We were particularly struck by the words of President 
Kondo: “I want to turn engineers’ personal passions into real 
value, and make the Internet just a little more livable.”

In our 10 Minute Internet Course, we look back on the history 
and ach ievements of  the Wor ld Summit  on the In format ion 
Society (WSIS),  with a focus on WSIS+20 held in 2025. The 
art ic le reviews the outcome documents from the Geneva and 
Tun is  phases,  the background to the creation of the Internet 
Governance Forum (IGF), subsequent developments such as the 
IANA stewardship transition, digital cooperation, and the Global 
Dig i ta l  Compact,  and h igh l ights key points of  the WSIS+20 
outcome document and the s ign i f icance of  making the IGF 
permanent—offer ing an overview of two decades of Internet 
governance and its future direction.
